State Required Standardized Testing  

April 27 ð May 4, 2010 

 

Students at Coast Union High School and at schools throughout the State are required to take the 
Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) test each spring. CUHS will be administering the test 
beginning Tuesday, April 27.  In order to complete the testing in a timely manner, special sched-
ules will be used for the first four days.  Federal mandate  No Child Left Behind (NCBL) requires all 
10th graders be tested in Science, which will be administered on Monday, May 3rd. 

 

The STAR test is required by the State and will be given to all 9 – 11th grade students throughout 
California.  The students will be tested in language arts, mathematics, history and science.  Fur-
ther information about the test, including school information from previous years, is available on 
the California Department of Education website at: 

http://star.cde.ca.gov/ 

The State uses the results of this test to determine the degree to which  

students are mastering the content standards in each academic subject.   

Coast Union uses the results to identify areas for targeted improvement  

in curriculum, instruction and student  

learning needs.   

 

Last year, our students’ test results placed them among the top high school academic achievers in 
the State, when compared to schools of comparable student populations.  The results of this test 
are very important and we want to encourage all students to do their very best.
